This letter is regarding my patient and your subscriber, referenced above, to request full coverage of medically indicated genetic testing for hereditary breast and ovarian cancer (BRCA1 and BRCA2) to be performed by Ambry Genetics Corporation.

Breast and ovarian cancers are thought to have a hereditary component in up to 10% and 25% of cases respectively1. Significant aspects of my patient’s personal and/or family medical history that suggest a reasonable probability of hereditary breast/ovarian cancer are below:
